
HISTORY GCSE AUTUMN HALF TERM REVISION
In you Autumn Mocks you will sit two papers:

1. Paper 1: Migration & Notting Hill (full paper)
2. Paper 2: Germany (Units 1 + 2)

This half term you need to focus on Migration Revision.

● 2. Fill in table on the positive and negative experiences of migrations
● 3. Complete the mindmap on the impact of migrants on Britain
● 4. Answer the practice Notting Hill 4 mark questions
● 5. Answer the practice source questions

Revision activities may include:
● Mindmaps - organise your knowledge by key themes e.g. social impact, political
● Flashcards - for memorising SPEND details
● Practice plans - come up with your own ‘16m How far do you Agree…?’ and

‘12m Explain…’ questions and plan the three points you would use
● For/against grids - find evidence for and against statements to help you plan for

the 16m HFDYA questions
● Quizzing - come up with SPEND questions and quiz your friends!
